Donnybrook is famous for its fruit growers, particularly 
apples. At Easter they have the Donnybrook Apple 
Festival and in autumn look out for places where you 
can pick your own apples.

DAY ONE: PERTH TO DONNYBROOK

Drive from Perth to Donnybrook stopping at the 
Crooked Carrot on Forrest Highway about one and half 
hours south. From the Crooked Carrot drive another 
40 minutes to Donnybrook. Make a stop at Licciardello 
and Sons on the highway to buy some local fruit and 
at the Fruit Barn when you get to Donnybrook about 
5 minutes up the road. Spend a fun couple of hours 
exploring this beautiful country town. Make sure you 
check out DonnyBOOKS, a book and games shop which 
is a firm favourite with locals and visitors. Donnybrook 
also has a strong arts and crafts scene and the 
Donnybrook Artisans has an excellent range of locally 
made crafts. If you have kids with you don’t miss the 
Apple Fun Park, the kids will love it! There are plenty 
of places to find lunch. Head to your accommodation 
to freshen up before heading out to dinner. The 
Donnybrook Hotel offers hearty pub meals.

DAY TWO: GET ACTIVE

After a leisurely breakfast, try PARK or Tiffany’s, we 
suggest you get a bit active. If you are into walking 
there are two great walk trails close to town, the 
Preston River Loop and the Sandhills Track which will 
keep you occupied for the morning. If you are into 
mountain biking we suggest heading to Cycletrek 
at Kambarang about 15 minutes from town (be 
sure to book). After your morning’s activity head to 
Coughlan Estate for wine tasting and lunch. There are 
several wineries close to Donnybrook in the Preston 
Valley that are worth a visit, including Barrecas and 
Thomson Brook. If you still have energy, drive along 
the Donnybrook Boyup Brook Road and on to the Glen 
Mervyn Dam. Look out for roadside fruit stalls.

DAY THREE: BACK TO PERTH

Start the day again with breakfast before heading to 
Ironstone Gully Falls for a morning walk. If you are there 
on a weekend head to Oakway Estate for lunch and a 
wine tasting, if not head to Capel for lunch at one of 
the cafes, we can recommend Capelberry Café. After 
lunch head to Peppermint Grove Beach for a walk along 
the stunning white sandy beach. Check out Capel Vale 
Winery before heading back to Perth.
